It is a fact that we have lost one club but that was a loss of only 11 members, if all clubs were able to
retain their membership and possibly increase it by one, we would have been in an enviable plus position.
At the end of nine months 6 clubs have a slight increase in membership while there had been a decline in
8 clubs, two clubs have maintained their membership and one is inactive.

All is not lost, if all our membership have the desire to maintain our reputation as the district with the
highest retention rate, we can within the next two and a half months recruit sufficient new members to
achieve this goal.

Apart from our membership decline, the year has not been a failure thus far, for most of our clubs are well
on their way in achieving all the goals that they have set for themselves for this year.

Congratulations are in order to all for giving of yourself and your time for the benefits of your
community. Congratulations to those clubs, which have increased their memberships. Congratulations to
the clubs that have become new gold circle clubs. Congratulations to all the other clubs for their effort in
the next two and a half months.

As we journey throughout this summer to the end of our Civitan year, let us all renew our pledge to
practice the golden rule and to search for others to join in the service and fellowship of Civitan.



Our 2010/2011 Civitan year is rapidly approaching and it goes
without saying that it will be my most challenging one since
becoming a Civitan. I expect this after listening to many past
Governors’ tell of their experiences. But, I have made the
commitment and fully intend to serve Canadian District East
Civitan the best I possibly can. I feel confident I have a great
Board of Directors in place that possess the capabilities of
making the year a resounding success. Looking forward in
attending to all District East's concerns, especially the little
ones.

The relay
began in Little Rock and traveled by bicycle, wheelchair and
race style strollers through Arkansas, Mississippi and Alabama.
The finish line was at CIRC with center co-directors Dr. Harald
Sontheimer and Dr. Alan Percy, members of the Research
Civitan Club, riding in the last 50 miles on their bicycles.
Research Civitan Club members were amongst the many
Civitans from several districts who participated in various
aspects of this relay. Civitan International Region Director Fred
Norman from Little Rock was the founder of this relay. His
dream is to expand it throughout North America to raise needed
funds and awareness for Civitan and our Research Center.
Cancun is a tropical paradise and with many all new sessions and
events going on this year. Along with the first Civitan Connect
meet-and-greet social, all woman Civitan Clubs have been
invited to a session to share success stories. New clubs were
encouraged to join us in Cancun and the first tennis tournament.
